This summer, Early Start is offering a completely online
synchronous version of MATH 18A: College Algebra for
students in Science, Technology, Engineering, Mathematics
(STEM), Aviation, Business, Economics, and Packaging majors.

Students who are eligible for Pell and CA Dream Act tuition
assistance will receive a full tuition waiver for the class.
